Health Ministry: One of the best strategies for improving your physical health 
in 2012 may be in spending more time fostering your spiritual health! 
Prayer, Bible study and other spiritual activities benefit your physical health.  A 
review of medical research found that religious beliefs and activities have been 
associated with better immune function; lower death rates from cancer; less 
heart disease or better cardiac outcomes; lower blood pressure; lower 
cholesterol; and better health behaviors (e.g. less cigarette smoking, more 
exercise, better sleep). In addition, 39 of 52 studies found that religious persons 
live significantly longer. The effect for regular religious attendance on longevity 
approximates that of not smoking cigarettes (especially in women), adding an 
additional 7 years to the lifespan (14 years for blacks).(NAD Health Ministry 
website).
